intervention measures, taking place at the GCIS auditorium in Pretoria.

This decision is in line with the SABC statement released earlier that it is expanding its News
and Current Affairs services on free to air television channels. The SABC has taken these
decisions in response to the escalating need for public awareness and more targeted

information around the coronavirus outbreak.
