‘Motswedi Wa Jazz’ presented by the Big Sly will now start at 18h00 to 20h00 to be followed by the
new religious show ‘Tsosoloso’ to be presented by Brown Mosiapoa and Rev.Tube to do the

sermon on the show between 20h00 to 21h00.
Thomas Perez will now present night soul show ‘Sepelong’ between 21h00 to 00h00.

The Acting Station Manager Mr. Sibusiso Gumbi stated that, “It’'s our responsibility as team
Motsweding FM to reinvent the way people listen to the radio, to disrupt traditional thinking and to look
for the new ways in which to grow audiences while instilling appreciation of the beauty of Setswana
culture and language.
